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Gurdwara Mata Khivi Ji, Sanghar Kot

Gurdwara Mata Khivi Ji, Sanghar Kot is situated in Tarn Taran Distt. of Punjab. Mata Khivi Ji, wife of Sri
GuruAngad Dev Ji played a vital role in preserving the institution of Langar. This institution was initiated
by the first Guru, Sri Guru Nanak Dev Ji to propagate the idea of equality where food is served to all at
one place without any discrimination. Mata Khivi Ji strengthened the Langar institution and played very
significant role in organizing it. Mata Khivi Ji Langar Hall still exists in Khadur Sahib near Gurdwara
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Gurdwara Mai Bharai Ji, Khadur Sahib

Gurdwara Mai Bharai Ji is situated at Khadur Sahib in Distt. Tarn Taran, Punjab. This place was the residence
of Mai Bharai Ji. Mai Bharai Ji belonged to Sri Guru Angad Dev Ji's village and was Guru Sahib’s paternal aunt
in relation. Sri Guru Nanak Dev Ji had also blessed this place by visiting it. The Guruship was bestowed to
Bhai Lehna Ji who became Sri Guru Angad Dev ji, the Second Guru. When Guru ji was meditating on the
Name of Akal Purakh at this place for some time, Guru Sahib ji told Mai Bharai Ji not to divulge his
whereabouts to anyone. When Sangat could not find Guru Sahib they came here with Baba Budha Ji who
requested Sri Guru Angad Dev Ji to appear before Sangat. Sri Guru Angad Dev Ji stayed here for six months
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Gurdwara Mata Ganga Ji, Baba Bakala

Mata Ganga Ji was the wife of Sri Guru Arjan Dev Ji and the mother of Sixth Guru, Sri Guru Hargobind Sahib
Ji. When Sri Guru Arjan Dev Ji was going to Lahore, his wife Mata Ganga Ji asked that when she would get
chance to see him again. Guru Sahib replied that she will not be able to see him again in this body. He will meet
her spiritually. Before Mata Ji left for her heavenly abode, she instructed that instead of cremating her body
should be flowed in water. When she passed away, her body was taken to river Beas and flowed in water
according to her instructions. Then Sri Guru Hargobind Sahib Ji along with the Sikhs cremated that bier
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Gurdwara Mai Than Sahib, Agra
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When Ninth Guru Sri Guru Tegh Bahadur Sahib Ji reached Agra during his eastern travels, he stayed in the
house of very pious old lady named Mai Jassi Ji. She was a devotee of the Sikh Gurus. She was very old and
had long cherished a desire to see Sri Guru Tegh Bahadur Sahib Ji and present him a long cloth made from
cotton yarn spun by herself. When Guru ji visited here, she lovingly presented a large cloth, which colloquially
is known as a ‘Than’ and Guru ji accepted it with love. Due to this reason, it came to be known as Gurdwara
‘Mai Than Sahib'.
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Gurdwara Thanda Burj, Sri Fatehgarh Sahib

Mata Guijri is the Sikh Martyr lady in the Sikh history. She is distinguished by being the wife of a martyr (Sri
Guru Tegh Bahadur Sahib), grandmother of four martyr Sahibzadas (Sahibzada Ajit Singh, Sahibzada Jujhar
Singh, Sahibzada Zorawar Singh and Sahibzada Fateh Singh). At this place (Thanda Burj) Sahibzada
Zorawar Singh Ji, Sahibzada Fateh Singh Ji and Mata Guijri Ji were imprisoned after being arrested from
Morinda by Wazir khan Subedar of Sirhind in the month of December to pressurize them to accept Islam. Mata
Gujri Jimade the Sahibzadas brave by narrating the Sakhis of Sikh Gurus. It was due to her teachings that the
seven-year old and the nine-year old did not budge from their Dharma, remained steadfast in their faith and
attained martyrdom. ‘Thanda Burj’ now-a-days is also known as Gurdwara Burj Mata Gujri Ji.

Devan Ji stayed when she accompanied Sri Guru Gobind Singh Ji during his journey to the south. Guru Ka
Langar was supervised by Mata Sahib Devan Ji when Sri Guru Gobind Singh Ji was staying at place where
Gurdwara Hira Ghat Sahib is situated. Guru Sahib used to have Langar (meal) here daily. Mata Ji used to
meditate at this holy place. The tradition of serving langar is still preserved here for the daily visitors. Mata
Sahib Devan Ji was the wife of Guruji. She has the honour of the 'Mother of Khalsa Panth'.
