PHDCCI is confident that
the Indian economy would
continue its high growth
path, clocking 6.8 per cent
GDP growth this fiscal and
7.7 per cent next fiscal.

The economy is on course
to touch the $4 trillion mark
this year, said Ranjeet Mehta,
CEO and Secretary General
of PHDCCI, after releasing a
report on “New Year Eco-
nomics PHDCCI Economic
Outlook for 2025” in the
Capital.

Noting that the recent
CSO’s first advance estimate
of GDP growth for 2024-25
at 6.4 per cent was “conser-
vative”, SP Sharma, Chief
Economist and Deputy Sec-
retary General, PHDCCI,
said his optimism on eco-
nomy doing much better this
fiscal and also in 2025-26
came due toseveral reasons.

ture sector to do much better
than the 3.8 per cent that
CSO has estimated this
fiscal.

“Also, government capex
is expected to do much bet-

ter in third and fourth
quarter. Next fiscal I do see
some base effect too bolster-
ing growth for 2025-26 to 7.7
per cent.

“Next fiscal we also expect
exports to be much better,”
Sharma added.

RATE CUT

PHDCCI is pitching for an
interest rate cut of atleast 25
basis points in the upcoming
RBI MPC policy review
meeting on February 5-7.

“Indian economy remains
resilient despite a subdued
global economic outlook and
persistent geopolitical chal-
lenges,” Mehta added.

Mehta also said that In-
dian economy is on course to
become the fourth largest
economy in the world by
2026, surpassing Japan.

An analysis done by PHD-
CCI showed that Indian eco-
nomy will be the most resili-
ent economy among the top
ten leading economies in
next three years (2025-27).

Amid liquidity deficit, RBI to
conduct daily VRR auctions

To ease liquidity tightness in
the banking system, the Re-
serve Bank of India has de-
cided to conduct daily vari-
able rate repo (VRR)
auctions until further notice.
The first such auction will be
conducted on January 16 for
¥50,000 crore.

With the liquidity deficit,
which has come about due to
RBI’s intervention (aimed at
ensuring gradual depreci-
ation of the rupee against the
dollar) in the forex market,
estimated at about ¥2 lakh
crore as on January 14, mar-
ket players say the move
couldn’t have come at a bet-
ter time.

The daily liquidity support
via VRR auction could, to an
extent, neutralise the (ru-
pee) liquidity-draining effect
of RBI’s forex market inter-
vention. This could also
soften G-Secyields.

The RBI, in a statement,
said: “On a review of current
and evolving liquidity condi-
tions, it has been decided to
conduct VRR auctions on all

New US export controls on artificial intelligence chip
raise concerns for India’s semiconductor ambitions

The US government on
Monday announced plans to
tighten restrictions on the
export of Al chips and tech-
nology, seeking to consolid-
ate advanced computing cap-
abilities within the country
and its allies while intensify-
ing efforts to curb China’s
access. However, this de-
cision may pose challenges
to countries like India, in-
dustry players said.
According to the Depart-
ment of Commerce’s Bureau
of Industry and Security
(BIS), the new License Ex-
ception Artificial Intelli-
gence Authorization (AIA)
allows for the export, reex-
port or transfer (in-country)
of advanced computing
chips, withoutauthorisation,
toasetofalliesand partners.
New License Exception Ad-
vanced Compute Manufac-
turing (ACM) allows for the
export, re-export or transfer
(in-country) of advanced
computing chips, without
authorisation, for the devel-

“The US has a national se-
curity responsibility to pre-
serve and extend American
Al leadership, and to ensure
that American Al can benefit
people globally. Today, we
are announcing a rule that
ensures frontier Al training
infrastructure remainsin the
US and closely allied coun-
tries, while facilitating the
diffusion of American Al
globally,” said National Se-
curity Advisor Jake Sullivan.

“The rule both provides
greater clarity to our interna-
tional partners and industry
and counters the serious cir-
cumvention and related na-
tional securityrisks posed by
countries of concern and ma-
licious actors who may seek
to use the advanced Amer-
ican technologies against
us.”

Ashok Chandak, President
of the India Electronics and
Semiconductor Association
(IESA), shared that the ex-
port control framework for
Al diffusion, introduced by

the Biden administration, is
expected to significantly af-
fect global AI development
and deployment. These re-
strictions extend beyond
US-based companies, influ-
encing nations like India,
which now faces licensing re-
quirements for importing
advanced Al chips.

CHALLENGES AHEAD

India’s Al sector could face
several hurdles dueto the re-
strictions, like restricted ac-
cess to advanced Al chips
slowing innovation and de-
velopment and scaling up of
installations. Licensing re-
quirements could raise costs
and introduce delays due to
authorisations. Indian com-

panies may rely heavily on

global corporations for Al in-
frastructure, like data
centres.

Large-scale Al  data

centres, requiring several
hundred thousand GPUs,
may be delayed or scaled-
down, putting global com-
panies at a competitive ad-
vantage over Indian enter-
prises. However, small-scale
setups could still enable ex-
perimentation, innovation,
and restricted model devel-
opment.

“The export controls are
set to take effect in 120 days,
allowing the incoming ad-
ministration under Presid-
ent-elect Trump to poten-
tially amend them. It is a bit
uncertain ~ whether  the
Trump administration will
make it easy or pass the rule
as is. Amid growing concerns
from technology industries,
the global Al landscape may
witness a shift, impacting
both US technological lead-
ership and India’s growth
trajectory in Al infrastruc-
ture,” Chandak said.

Though in the short-term
India may not have a major

impact, in the long run scal-
ing up by any Indian con-
glomerate could face the
hurdles of quantity cap, he
added.

“The US imposing restric-
tions on the import of GPUs
to India brings us back to the
old licensing regime to haunt
us again. China can follow
with other technologies, and
the rest of the Westtoo. Ima-
gine the export of semicon-
ductor manufacturing ma-
chines being restricted
tomorrow which will stop
our semiconductor ambi-
tions,” explained Ajai Chow-
dhry, Founder of HCL, and
the Chairman of EPIC
Foundation & MGB.

India to play key role

AS THREE FRONTLINE vessels
were commissioned together
into the Indian Navy, a historic
first forthecountry, Prime Min-
ister Narendra Modi said on
WednesdaythatIndiais goingto
playamajorroleingivingdirec-
tion to“global security,econom-
ics and geopolitical dynamics”.
He also said the country works
“in the spirit of development,
not expansionism”.

Thevessels that have entered
the Navy are the destroyer INS
Surat, the last of the four
Visakhapatnam-class stealth
guided-missile destroyers; the
frigate INS Nilgiri, the lead ship
of anew class of seven stealth
guided-missile frigates being
built under Project 17 Alpha;
and the submarine INS
Vagsheer, the sixth and the last
of the first batch of the Kalvari-
class diesel-electric attack sub-
marines. Speaking at the com-
missioning ceremony at the
naval dockyard in Mumbai,
Modi called it a “giant leap for-
ward” in the Navy’s empower-
mentand self-reliance.

Describing it as a historic
day, he said, “Today’s pro-
gramme connects our glorious
heritage with the aspirations of
the future.Wehave arich history
in long sea voyages, commerce,
naval defence, ship industry.

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Indigenous ‘bullet train’ projects

may run into financing hurdles

New Delhi, Janvary 15

WHILE THE WORK on an
indigenous prototype of high-
speed rolling stock hasboosted
hopes of “Indian bullet trains”
hitting the tracks overthe next
few years, the proposed seven
high-speed rail projects could
face serious financing hurdles,
officials said.

While the ongoing Mum-
bai-Ahmedabad high-speed
rail (MAHSR) project is being
funded by the government of
Japan through Japan Interna-
tional Cooperation Agency
(JICA), finances forthe new set
of projectsareyettobe tied up.
The use of indigenous trainsets
is expected to reduce costs of
these projects compared to
MAHSR, which employs
Shinkansen high-speed tech-
nology. Yet, financing options
seem limited at this juncture,
according to sources.

International funding for
the new projects would come
atamuch highercostthan]JICA
loans for MAHSR, theysaid.“In
case of MAHSR, the JICA pro-
videdloansatanominal inter-
estof0.1% because the Japan-
ese were selling their
Shinkansen technology to
India.

The MAHSR projectisbeing
executed with official develop-
mentassistanceloan from JICA
ataninterestof 0.1%.The 81%
of the construction and pro-
curement costs are funded by
JICA while the remaining
financial burden is being
shared among the central gov-
ernment,and the governments
of Maharashtra and Gujarat.

Due to the funding from
JICA,the MAHSR corridorwill be
using the Japanese Shinkansen
high-speed technology which
costs almost double of the local
rollingstock prototypesthatwill
be manufactured by state-
owned BEML. In October last
year, the Integral Coach Factory
awarded a contract for design,
manufacturing and commis-
sioning of two high-speed train-
sets to BEML.

The two trainsets, compris-
ing eight cars each and capable
of reaching a speed of 280 km
perhour,will cost ¥866.87 crore
with each car priced at ¥27.86
crore. The first prototype, to be
developed inthe next twoyears,
willundergotrials on the Mum-
bai-Ahmedabad corridor.
